they’re a boy, girl, man or woman.

OPPORTUNITY – Opportunity is 
another word for chance.

PILOT – A pilot is someone who 
flies a helicopter or plane.

PROFESSION – A person’s 
profession is their job and it is 

often something that they have 
trained to do.

TRANS - Trans is a word that 
describes people who feel the 

gender they were given as a baby 
doesn’t match the gender they feel 

themselves to be. For example, 
someone who is given the gender 
‘boy’ as a baby but feels like a girl.
